e Enneagram 5—or, as they are oen referred to, the Investigators—are a 
part of the triad of personalities that operate out of their heads—or their 
thoughts—as their center. 5s are driven by a need to perceive and work hard 
to accumulate knowledge so that they can better understand the world that 
God made. 

5s 5s can be used by God in the world when they share the wisdom that 
they've gleaned from all their careful observations, while staying open and 
vulnerable enough to show that sometimes they don't have the answer—and 
that's okay. 5s remind others to stop and take time to observe the world 
around us, because there are treasures everywhere we seek, if we just take a 
second to look.
